APPLICATION PROCEDURES

In order to live on campus, upperclass students must apply for housing through our online
housing selection process. Assignments are made based on preferences stated on the application.
All second-year students, either returning or new transfers, are required to live on campus.

Before you begin the housing application process, you should:
+ Familiarize yourself with the housing options
 Familiarize yourself with the meal plans
* Read the Housing Agreement
- Review the housing selection information located at www.emory.edu/HOUSING/SELECTION

The Undergraduate Housing Agreement is a one-year contract. Your online signature of the
Undergraduate Housing Agreement is binding and acknowledges your obligation to follow the
policies and procedures of the University.
