APPLICATION PROCEDURES

In order to live on campus, upperclass students must apply for housing through our online
housing selection process. Assignments are made based on preferences stated on the application.
All second-year students, either returning or new transfers, are required to live on campus.

Before you begin the housing application process, you should:

The Undergraduate Housing Agreement is an academic year agreement. Your online signature of the
Undergraduate Housing Agreement is binding and acknowledges your obligation to follow the
policies and procedures of the University.

January 9 - Residence halls open for spring semester

May 5 - Residence halls close for the summer; residents must vacate within 24 hours of last final
