Studying how chimpanzees (Pan troglodytes) use gaze following to modify competitive tactics in the informed forager paradigm. I predict that gaze following is one of the means of acquiring information from a social partner. I code behaviours using Noldus Observer XT software according to the evidence they provide for the active use of gaze in regulation of competitive strategies. I use logistic regression to determine how a dominant’s gaze and movement towards the hidden food’s location affected the subordinate’s approach toward the food, and vice versa.
